The BDA, founded in 1880 is a professional association
promoting policies which benefit dental practice and dental
care. With over 20,000 members, the BDA is the largest
professional association for dentists in the UK. The BDA
represents dentists in all fields from the high street to hos-
pitals, from research to community clinics and from armed
forces to universities. 

The BDA works on behalf of dentists in the UK by pro-
viding practical help through services and products.  For
many patients, private dentistry may offer a wider choice of
treatments and flexibility in terms of appointment times.
Some treatments may only be available within private den-
tistry such as white fillings on back teeth, dental implants
and tooth whitening.

THE GENERAL CHIROPRACTIC COUNCIL (GCC)
- In common with medical practitioners and dentists, all
chiropractors are registered by law under the Chiropractors
Act 1994 and the title ‘chiropractor’ is protected under this
legislation. The profession is statutorily regulated through
the GCC and it is illegal to practice as a chiropractor with-
out being registered with the GCC.

Chiropractic is a primary health-care profession that spe-
cialises in the diagnosis, treatment and overall management
of conditions that are due to problems with the joints, liga-
ments, tendons and nerves of the body, particularly those in
the spine. Treatment consists of manipulative techniques
designed to improve the function of the joints, relieving
pain and muscle spasm. Chiropractic does not involve the
use of drugs or surgery. www.gcc-uk.org.
THE BRITISH CHIROPRACTIC ASSOCIATION
(BCA), founded in 1925, represents over 50 per cent of UK
chiropractors. All BCA chiropractors will have undergone a
minimum four-year full-time internationally-accredited
undergraduate course and are registered with the General
Chiropractic Council, the UK’s statutory regulator for the
profession. The BCA aim to promote, encourage and main-
tain high standards of conduct, practice, education and
training within the profession in the UK. www.chiropractic-
uk.co.uk.
THE BRITISH ASSOCIATION FOR COUNSELLING
AND PSYCHOTHERAPY (BACP) is a large organisa-
tion that many counsellors around the UK are registered
with.

THE BRITISH OSTEOPATHIC ASSOCIATION
(BOA) is the professional association of osteopaths and
represents over 60 per cent of UK osteopaths. Osteopathy is
a profession regulated by law. Osteopaths consider each
person as an individual and work with your body to create
the perfect conditions to encourage the healing process. 

Osteopathy is suitable for all ages. Osteopathy recognises
the importance of the link between the structure of the
human body and the way it functions. Osteopaths focus on
the body’s skeleton and joint function along with the under-
lying muscles, soft tissue and internal organs.

Utilising a highly developed sense of touch, they identi-
fy problem areas of the body. Using gentle stretching and
mobilising techniques as well as manipulating joints, an
osteopath works with the body to create the perfect condi-
tions to facilitate the healing process.

Treatment usually consists of a combination of soft-tissue
releasing techniques, and some specific adjustments affect-
ing joints and soft-tissues (muscles, tendons and liga-
ments). Advice can also be given on self-help treatments.
